WBSC Code of Conduct


Mission Statement

The aim of West Bend Swim Club is to promote the sport of swimming, the spirit of competition, and the ideals of sportsmanship.  

The Club is committed to treat everyone equally within the context of their activity, regardless of sex, ethnic origin, religion, disability, age, sexual orientation or political persuasion.

The Club is committed to everyone having the right to enjoy their sport in an environment free from threat of discrimination, intimidation, harassment and abuse. 

The Club will deal with any incidence of discriminatory behavior seriously, according to the club disciplinary procedures. 

Code of Conduct 
All swimmers will be asked to sign and return a summary of the Code to indicate that they have read and understood it and that they agree to follow the Code at all club activities prior to participating in club activities. Some of our younger swimmers may need to have the Code carefully explained to them by a parent or guardian. 

General Conduct 

· Show respect for others and treat them how you would expect to be treated yourself. 

· Show respect for the property of others. Please hand any items of clothing or equipment left behind on the poolside or in the locker rooms to one of the coaching staff, poolside helpers, or Board member. 

· Use all swimming equipment in the appropriate way. Do not throw floats, fins, goggles etc. as this may result in an injury to another swimmer. 

· Display proper respect and sportsmanship toward coaches, officials, fellow competitors, parents, and the public.

· Follow the directions of the coaching staff during practice, meets, and other club activities.

· Carry out all appropriate instructions given by the Coaches to the best of your ability. 

· Use appropriate and socially accepted language (no swearing). 

· Ensure that your behavior and personal conduct is of a high standard and reflects positively on the sport of swimming. 

· Never interfere with the progress of other swimmers.

· At the end of the session get out of the pool promptly and collect equipment without disrupting other swimmers. 

Conduct During Competition 

· Remember that you are representing the Club and that good conduct is expected at all times. 

· Be punctual. Arrive at least 15 minutes before the specified warm up time. 

· When you first arrive on poolside report to the Coach/Team Manager 

· Swim every event that you are asked to swim to the best of your ability – even if it is not your best/favorite stroke. 

· Respect, encourage and support all of your team-mates. Everyone’s contribution to the team effort is important and should be valued and appreciated. Never put down the efforts of others. 

· Do not leave litter on the poolside or in the changing room. 

Any serious violations of the Code of Conduct, or repeated minor violations, will result in disciplinary action with no refund of fees.
In the first few weeks of practice, coaches will review club rules with the swimmers. Good behavior and being respectful of coaches and team-mates will be focused upon.

Please encourage your child to follow the rules and be polite. 

Disciplinary Procedures

Failure to comply with the Code of Conduct shall result in, any or all of the following:

· The athlete sitting out for part or all of a practice 

· The athlete being suspended from practice and/or participation in meets for an amount of time as deemed appropriate. 

· The athlete being permanently dismissed from the club.

In the event of a disciplinary action, there will be no refund of fees. 

The athlete and/or his family will be responsible for any damage caused by the athlete.

· The first infraction will result in a recorded verbal warning that will be maintained on file for a period of (1) year. 

· The second violation will be addressed in a written warning. 

· The third infraction will be cause for suspension from the club without refund for a minimum of 20 days and up to (1) year. The Board reserves the right to permanently remove a member from the organization if repeated violations occur, without refund. 

Parents will be notified of any disciplinary action other than the swimmer sitting out for part of a practice, and a meeting with the swimmer, his/her parents, and the Coaches may be arranged at the Coach’s or parents’ discretion.

The coach in charge, along with the Head Coach and the Swim Club Board will make the final decision in matters of discipline or dismissal based on the degree of violation of the above code by the swimmer or parent (s).

Any swimmers dismissed from the club during a session will not be eligible to return until the next session.  The severity of the violation will be considered upon the swimmers request to rejoin the club. The Club reserves the right to refuse a swimmer’s application to the club.

West Bend Swim Club Code of Conduct Summary

This signature page must be returned to the West Bend Swim Club before the athlete will be allowed to participate in club activities.

Swimmers
I understand that following actions are unacceptable:

· Disrespect for adults, other participants, volunteers, staff and/or those who are in a leadership position

· Belittling others; putting others down and being disrespectful of individual differences

· Aggressive, physical behavior; fighting, spitting, inappropriate touching
· Unauthorized boys in girls’, rooms - girls in boys’ rooms, or lodging areas

· Any unsafe behavior

I agree with the following:

1. The athlete and/or his/her family will be responsible for any damage caused by the athlete.

2. I will treat my teammates, opponents, coaches, parents, and all others involved in West Bend Swim Club with respect at all times

3. I will give my full attention to my coach and do my best to follow instructions.

4. I will always try hard and do my best, both in practice and during meets.

5. I will encourage and help my teammates and others who may not be as skilled as I am.
